What's happening in our classrooms…  

 
Kindergarten - I hope you are enjoying the reading at home with your child.  
The children are excited when they receive their prize for doing their home reading.  Please note 
that children are not expected to sound out each word.  The parent should read the first two pages 
your child knows that pattern and then they should be able to remember the pattern and then use 
the picture clues to ‘read’ the last word in the sentence.   We are continuing to work on recognizing 
the numbers from one to ten and to print them without reversals.  Please practice counting at home 
with your child.  We are currently participating in a three month dance unit that is instructed by a 
trained dance instructor.  So far we have learned Disco Dance and the Circle of Life scarf dance. 

 

Grade 1 - In the month of February, the grade one students continue to work on our Character 
Education traits. We have discussed these traits throughout the subject areas and continue to dem-
onstrate how we are good citizens in our school, home and community. In Language Arts, the grade 
one students are adding new sight words weekly and practicing their reading at their reading level. 
We are also writing daily. We have modeled and practiced descriptive writing, reading response jour-
nals, and are about to begin story writing.  In Social Studies, the grade one students are learning 
about changes over time and how these changes affect their families and community. In Science, we 
are just finishing our unit on the Senses. The students investigated the five senses and discussed 
how our senses contribute to our safety and quality of life. We have finished our Math unit on 
“Number Concepts”, but we continue to practice counting by ones, twos, fives, and tens. The children 
are just starting to build number stories for addition and subtraction to 18. I would like to remind 
you how important the home reading program is to your child. Please make sure you sign the agendas 
and have your child expand on his/her writing. Thank you for your support! 

 

Grade 2 - The grade two students have been working hard on their science project of waterproof 
hats.  We have many hats brought in and we be showing our hats to the other classes.  We learnt a 
lot about the water cycle from our Epcor presentation and about cleanliness habits from students 
from the U of A.  Well done, everyone!  In math, we will begin to learn about money and focus more 
on problem solving.  Students have been completing their math homework regularly and many are 
writing a lot in their daily reading response.  Traffic safety, nutrition, and body care will be our 
health topics.  In language arts, the students are enjoying the challenge of reading longer books, 
practicing revision and editing, and reading non-fiction.  On March 12th, we will have a presentation in 
class on the Inuit culture.  Thank you to the P.A.C. who has agreed to subsidize part of our presenta-
tion. Each student will only need to pay $2.50.  Please make sure permission slips and monies are 
turned in on time.  We are looking forward to learning the language Inuktitut, singing songs, and see-
ing the artifacts from Nunavut. 
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Grade 3/4 - The Grade 3/4 class has been busy writing persuasive stories and is now working 
on a persuasive letter.  In math, students will be working on measurement skills including measur-
ing distances (mm, cm, km); measuring time, measuring temperature and working with money.  
Please try to incorporate these learning activities into discussions during shopping trips, what time 
you leave for school, traveling etc.  The more students can relate these concepts to their life the 
better they will be at understanding the concepts.  As March is nutrition month, students have 
started discussing proper food choices related to the Canadian Food Guide.  Please try to incorpo-
rate these into their daily lunches and meal planning.  Finally, please continue to read with your 
child every evening and continue to record the amount of reading minutes. 

 Grade 4/5 - In language arts we are continuing our study of our personal, Canadian, and global 
heritages in our Exploring Heritage unit.  Students will begin their take home project soon.  In 
math we are beginning our Patterns and Relations unit where students will begin to understand, 
create and extend patterns.  In science we will finally complete our electric cars to culminate the 
Mechanisms that Use Electricity unit.  In social we are continuing our study of the settlement of 
Western Canada and the rich and diverse history of Alberta. 
Grade 6 -  We continued the mythology unit in language learning, with an emphasis on report 
writing and a reading strategy known as ‘Question and Answer Relationship’.  The students demon-
strated their reading response skills with insightful comments on character and understanding of 
character development in writing.  We finished our social studies unit on Ancient Greece with a 
culminating party complete with chitons and Greek food; and started a new science unit called Sky 
Science.  Every student will write an independent report that needs to be completed as homework.  
One third of the mark is based on the visual representation/project that will accompany the re-
port.  Please discuss this project with your child and help in any way you can.  We covered the so-
cial studies related skills of map reading, including latitude and longitude and scale distance in 
math.  Most of the month was spent on measurement. 
 

INTRAMURAL UPDATE 

For the months of January and February students in grades 4,5 and 6 had the opportunity to par-
ticipate in floor hockey intramurals.  We tried a new format where four teams played at once-
Corner Hockey.  This allowed students to be in the gym playing at lease once a week, possibly 

twice a week.  The teams were comprised of both boys and girls.  There were 
excellent examples of sportsmanship and teamwork as all players demon-
strated great fun.  Points were tallied based on the number of goals scored so 
all teams had equal opportunity for fun. 
 
Westmount Tournament...Every year the grade six students are invited to 
Westmount to participate in a floor hockey tournament against other Elemen-
tary Schools.  This year, our grade six students played a total of 5 games and 

with a score of 3-2 WON first place honors.  Every student received a medal and our school was 
given a trophy.  Our students demonstrated excellent team work and sportsmanship.  Westmount 
also chooses three players to be provided the honor of Most Valuable Player.  This year Cecile Fe-
doruk, Ruby Deensie and Tyler Pollock received these honors. 
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
